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GARDEN BED CONSTRUCTION

A The garden beds were constructed in two phases.

A Three beds were built at the start of the project in Sept 2009
with donated materials.

A The first crop was harvested in November of 2009.

A Another 5 beds were added approximately 12 months later,
again with donated materials.
