DO I  NEED A  PERMI T  TO • BURN OFFŽ?
If  your allotment  is less than  2000m 2 (half  acre) you
cannot  burn off  … Council will  not  issue a permit.

If  your allotment  is greater  than  2000m 2 and not  zoned
Rural … a permit  is required.

If  you live on land zoned •RuralŽ you can burn off
without  a permit  (except  in the declared fi re season).
However, you must  advise the Country Fire Authority  in
advance. 

I F I  A M GRA NTED A  PERMI T,  CA N I  BURN
A LL MATERI A LS?
No. You cannot  burn the following materials:
€ Manufactu red chemicals;
€ Rubber, plastic,  pet roleum or oil;
€ Paint;
€ Food and household waste;
€ Pressure cans
